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Scenario: 

You are working for an environmental organisation, you have been asked to investigate and write a report on whether cars or trains produce more carbon emissions.  The findings of this report will be used by the environmental organisation to advise the government.  The government will then support and encourage the public to use the most environmentally friendly method of travel.

Task 3 – Write a report on the impact of human activity on the environment, specifically focussing on carbon omissions and the impact of trains and cars on the environment (P4, M3, D2)  

Assessment Evidence/Advice:

-Carry out research on the impact of different modes of transport on the environment (P4)

-Design a questionnaire to assess the impact of human interaction on the environment (P4)

-Research data on the carbon emissions produced by trains and cars (for an average commute), include information on the production and disposal of these modes of transport (P4)

-Describe how to measure the effect of human activity on an environment (M3)

-Research and discuss how the environmental affects of human activity could be reduced or minimised in the future (D2)
